Rupee at 81: India Inc
fears margin erosion

Mumbai, September 23

WITH THE RUPEE hovering
well above 81 against the dol-
lar on Friday, import-depen-
dent companiesareapprehen-
sive of a further escalation in
prices and margin erosion
amid fears of a continuous
increase in inflation.

Sectors such as power,
steel, automotive, chemicals,
fertiliser, electronics and gad-
gets,edible oiland raw cotton,
which are sensitive to forex
fluctuation, are predicted to
pass on the increase to end
customers, fuelling imported
inflation. The rupee hit a low
of 81.23 on September 23
against the dollar,a 0.54%fall
compared to the previous
close of 80.79.

Dipti Deshpande, principal
economist, Crisil Research,
said, “Manufacturers have
been facing a higher pressure
from imported inflation. Our
analysis suggests thatinrecent
months,import priceinflation
has accounted for about 60%
of the wholesale price infla-
tion, compared to 28% in the
pre-pandemic period.”

The slight easing in com-
modityand crudeoil prices,and
the continuous check on inter-
nal costinflation maysoften the
blow of a weak rupee up to a
limited extent,said the experts.

Zomato crackdown on cloud kitchens
with over 10 brands in one location

ZOMATO, THE ONLINE FOOD
aggregator, on Friday said it
would conduct spot checks on
cloud kitchens that operate
more than 10 brands from a
singlelocation.Such operators
will, however, be included in
the company’swhitelist, it said
in ablog post on Friday.

This crackdown comes
after Prashant Baid, a Twitter
user,revealed — in his personal
blog — how one person/entity
was running 400 different
restaurant listings on Swiggy
and Zomato from two tiny
kitchens. Currently, the Food
Safety and Standards Author-
ity of India (FSSAI) does not
mention how manybrands can
operate fromonelocation,itss
FAQs section showed.

Zomato said a few of them
were misusing this liberty.
“While thereisnoexact science
to the right number of brands.
These brands have little to no
differentiation in the product
offering; instead they con-
fuse/cheat customers by creat-

ingafalse perception of choice,
while none of itactually exists,”
Zomato’s blog said.

Cloud kitchens are typically
places where the food is only
prepared and shipped. They
offer no dine-in options to cus-
tomers. A few examples include
Tiger Global-backed EatClub,
owners of MOJO Pizza and
BOXS, unicorn startup — Rebel
Foods, that operates popular
brandslike Behrouz Biryaniand
Oven Story Pizza,amongothers.

Not hindering the growth
plans oflegitimate companies,
Zomato’s blog post added,“We
will whitelist the restaurant

—

partners that provide a great
experience other than the
operators mentioned above
from this manual check sothat
they don’t face delays while
expanding the scope of their
businesses.”

For customers seeking
more information about the
origin of their food, the infor-
mation of multiple brands
linked to a kitchen will also
show on the restaurant’s page
on the app/website. It was
immediately unclear if
Zomato’s main competitor,
Swiggy, had similar plans in
place. An email sent to Swiggy

seeking details about the same
remained unanswered till
press time on Friday

Zomatoalso found that cus-
tomers’average delivery rating
goes down as the number of
brands from a single kitchen
goes up. Similarly the number
of customers who raise com-
plaints goes up as the number
of brands from a kitchen
increases.“Suchas some fly-by-
night operators, who account
for less than ~0.2% of regis-
tered kitchens,”the blogadded.

The trend of cloud kitchens
gathered pace primarily dur-
ing the pandemicwhen physi-
cal dine-in options were lim-
ited or inaccessible to most.
The model also yields better
returns for owners,when com-
pared to physical restaurants,
analysts said.“With factorslike
low capital expenditure
(capex), high earnings before
interest, taxes, depreciation
and amortisation (Ebitda)
margins combined with cus-
tomer satisfaction, cloud
kitchens have more advantage
in the organised sector,” Red-
Seer analysts noted.

M&M and British investor commit $500 m for e-SUV

The company has identi-
fied nearly 500 acres for the
plant in Chennai and nearly
3,000jobs opportunitiesare to
be created at the factory. The
first hydrogen bus from the
plant is expected to hit the
roads by mid-2023.

RajKaran, president & CEO,
Mallawa Ventures, said though
the hydrogen buseswould cost
double when compared with
the conventional ICE buses, the
total cost of ownership would
be much lesser.

Mallawa Ventures intends
to invest 8,000 crore (around
$ 1 billion) in India by 2030 in
the alternate fuel-powered
transportation sector.

The company is planning
to produce 100 buses per
month.While the the technol-
ogyisimported, the rest of the
manufacturingwill be done in
India.Itisin talks with the offi-
cials of state government and
stateroad transport undertak-
ings, private bus owners and
omni bus owners to push the
new concept.

The
plea was filed by one of the
creditors of the airline, Acres
Buildwell, to whom SpiceJet
owes X3.25 crore.

A September 2 NCLT order
had granted SpiceJet two

weeks to file its reply as towhy
the insolvency process should
not be initiated against it fol-
lowed by a week’s time to the
creditor for filing rejoinder, if
any. The case is likely to be
heard on September 30.

On Thursday, SpiceJet
received theapproval foraloan
under the government’s
ECLGC scheme and the first
tranche of the payment has
already been received by the
airline and the second tranche
is expected ‘very soon’, the
company informed.

SpiceJet’s management is
working to raise an additional
$200 million. It will also be
depositing TDS of all employ-
eesin thenext 2-3 weekswhile
‘a significant portion of PF
contributions’ of all employ-
ees will also be credited, the
company informed.

Last month,the Ajay Singh-
promoted airline and Swiss
Bank Credit Suisse informed
the Supreme Court, that the
two entities had settled a dis-
pute through an out of court
settlement.
